ORDINANCE NO. 290

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING ZONING STANDARDS FOR AGRICULTURAL
PROTECTION AREAS WITHIN TWIN FALLS COUNTY, IDAHO, WHICH ESTABLISHES
THE REQUIREMENTS OF AGRICULTURAL PROTECTION AREAS, WITHIN TWIN
FALLS COUNTY, IDAHO AND REPEALING ALL CODE SECTIONS OR PARTS
THEREOF IN CONFLICT HEREWITH, ESTABLISHING SEVERABILITY AND
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Twin Falls County, Idaho deems it
necessary to protect and promote the public health, safety and welfare of the citizens of Twin
Falls County; and

WHEREAS, the Twin Falls Boards of County Commissioners anticipates that there will
be inquiries regarding application for Agricultural Protection Area (APA); and

WHEREAS, Agricultural Protection Areas can produce substantial benefit to the
economic climate of Twin Falls County; and

WHEREAS, appropriate zoning and other health, safety and general welfare regulations
are needed to strike a balance between those who might benefit from establishment of such uses
and those who lands and surroundings might feel impact of such operations; and

WHEREAS, a draft of this ordinance was considered by the Twin Falls Board of County
Commissioners at a duly notice hearing on the 13", day of August, 2025.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF TWIN FALLS COUNTY, IDAHO:



The Board of County Commissioners of Twin Falls County, Idaho hereby adopts the following
standards and regulation for Chapter 6 Article K Agricultural Protection Area (APA) of the Twin
Falls County Code Title 8 Zoning Code as attached as Exhibit A.

Repeal of Conflicting Provisions: All ordinances, provisions, amendments and code sections or
parts which conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

Severability: The ordinance is hereby declared to be severable. Should a court of competent
jurisdiction declare any portion of this ordinance invalid, the remaining provisions shall continue
in full force and effect and shall be read to carry out the purpose(s) of the ordinance before the
declaration of partial invalidity.

RESOLUTION NO. 2025-036

A Resolution Increasing Fees for Services and Setting a Maximum Night Camping Stay
Policy for the Twin Falls County Parks and Waterways.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Idaho Code § 31-870, a board of county commissioners may
impose and collect fees for those services provided by the County which would otherwise be
funded by ad valorem tax revenues, and the fees collected pursuant thereto shall be reasonably
related to, but shall not exceed the actual cost of the service being rendered; and

WHEREAS, the proposed fee increase(s) are required to offset the costs associated with
providing the service(s); and

WHEREAS, the proposed increases in fees are reasonably related to, and do not exceed,
the actual cost of the services being provided; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Idaho Code § 31-807, a board of county commissioners shall
have the power and authority to “preserve, take care of, manage and control the county
property”; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners have determined it is necessary to set a
maximum night camping stay policy in the Twin Falls County Parks.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Twin Falls County Board of
Commissioners, that the following fee schedules and maximum stay policy is hereby adopted, and
that all portions of previous ordinances and resolutions that conflict with the current resolution are
repealed.

Maximum Night Camping Stay Policy



Overnight camping at any Twin Falls County owned park that has a designated overnight RV
camping area shall be limited to fourteen (14) nights at any one park within any (28) twenty-eight
day period. After fourteen (14) nights, the camper shall not be allowed overnight camping access
at that park for a minimum of fourteen (14) nights. Overnight tent camping shall be limited to
three (3) consecutive nights in any one tent spot up to a maximum of fourteen (14) nights in any
one park within any (28) twenty-eight day period. Overnight camping is not allowed in any Twin
Falls County owned park that does not have a designated RV or tent camping area. This policy
applies to all Twin Falls County owned parks unless prior authorization has been given by the
Parks and Waterways Director.

The foregoing fees shall be adjusted as indicated by the Twin Falls County Parks and Waterways
Department and the nightly camping policy shall be in force effective the date of this Resolution.
