WHEREAS, on November, 25", 1935, Deputy Givens and Idaho State Police Trooper
Fontaine Cooper pulled over a 1931 Ford coupe, a half mile East of the City of Buhl Idaho; and



WHEREAS, Deputy Henry Givens and Trooper Fontaine Cooper had reason to believe
the operator of the vehicle, Douglas Van Vlack, was suspected of recently kidnapping his
estranged wife, Mildred Hook, in the city of Tacoma Washington; and

WHEREAS, upon the officers approaching the vehicle, Mr. Van Vlack was asked to step
out of the vehicle which Mr. Van Vlack refused; and

WHEREAS, Trooper Fontaine Cooper opened the driver’s door and was immediately
met with gun fire from a .380 semi. automatic pistol; and

WHEREAS, Trooper Fontaine Cooper was struck by one bullet in the head dying
instantly and Deputy Henry Givens was struck by three bullets: one in the throat, one in the left
arm, and one in the left hand; and

WHEREAS, Deputy Henry Givens was transported to the Twin Falls County Hospital
where he underwent emergency surgery; and

WHEREAS, On December 8, 1935, Deputy Givens succumbed to his injuries due to
post-operative infection leaving behind a wife and six children; and.

WHEREAS, December 8, 2025 marks the 90™ anniversary of Deputy Given’s ultimate
sacrifice for the citizens of Twin Falls County.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Twin Falls County Board of
Commissioners that in recognition of Deputy Henry C. Given’s ultimate sacrifice, the Twin Falls
County Sheriffs Complex located at 2469 Wright Ave. Twin Falls shall hereto be known as the

8-22-1: PURPOSE:



This Chapter establishes the authority, regulations, and criteria to be used for areas of impact
within Twin Falls County. The regulations contained herein are designed to protect and promote
the public health, safety, and community welfare of Twin Falls County; to promote the proper
location and development of projects based on the effective use of local resources; and to avoid
adverse impacts on the use and peaceful enjoyment of nearby lands for lawful purposes.

8-22-2: NEGOTIATION PROCEDURE:

A.

The governing body of Twin Falls County and each city therein may adopt by ordinance,
following the notice and hearing procedures provided in section 67-6509, Idaho Code, a
map identifying an area of impact within the unincorporated area of the County. The
ordinance identifying an area of impact shall provide for one of the following:

These four (4) persons shall, by majority
vote, provide a written recommendation to the Board of County Commissioners for an area
of impact. The recommendation shall include and address the following: anticipated
commercial and residential growth; geographic factors; transportation infrastructure and
systems including connectivity; areas where municipal or public sewer and water are
expected to be provided within five (5) years; and other public service district boundaries.
The written recommendation shall be submitted to the Board of County Commissioners
within one hundred eighty (180) days after the selection of the recommending committee
members.

Areas of impact shall not overlap.

Areas of impact shall remain fixed until modifications are made pursuant to Idaho Code §
67-6526.

This section shall not preclude growth and development in areas of the County which are
not within the areas of city impact provided for herein.
